Giving the game away





The Bible has little good to say about man: he is an enemy of God and of His Christ (eg Ps.2); a creature of evil imagination from his youth (Gn.8:21); and deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked (Jer.17:9). A devastating indictment indeed! - and one that goes a long way toward explaining many of the world's ills. Yet it is commonly believed that this deflationary assessment of man's much vaunted intellect is - and must ever remain - a matter of faith among those foolish enough to accept the Bible as God's revealed truth - patently, a view that demands an equivalent degree of faith from those who resent the charge and fiercely resist its profound implications!





The proper resolution of this 'battle of beliefs' is a matter of vital personal concern to all. Will we accept God's revealed truth concerning man's origin, nature, and eternal destiny? or are the fables born of a potentially flawed cognitive process more to our liking?  The secular humanist - echoing the words of the late Carl Sagan - will undoubtedly declare that he aspires "to follow  truth, no matter where it may lead". Experience on the other hand suggests that, to be strictly honest, such people should always add the rider, "- provided it leads in the right direction."! To bring this point home, let us consider a simple acid test. Suppose it turns out that He who makes the accusation regarding man's essential nature has backed it up with a body of empirical evidence that in any other sphere of human endeavour would be regarded as incontrovertible and decisive? It would then necessarily follow - whether this evidence were to be accepted or rejected - that the case for the prosecution must succeed!





Over the past 22 or so years there has gradually emerged from the Judaeo-Christian Scriptures a body of numerical and geometrical data, closely integrated with the original text, that exhibits all the hallmarks of a standing miracle*.  Here is prima facie evidence for the reality of the supernatural (regarded as a fiction by most of our wise men), for the being and sovereignty of God, and much else. In addition,  powerful support for the thesis emerges in the negative responses of scientists and others when presented with the facts. From the outset I have strenuously sought to publicise these findings widely, and in retrospect I now see that, in parallel with the discoveries proper, I have been conducting a simple psychological experiment on a large sample of very clever people.   Typical reactions have been most revealing - ranging from speechless indifference to outright hostility (this combined with an attempt to discredit the investigative programme by labelling it numerology).  Not once has there been an honest attempt to face the problems posed by these data.





Normally, the curiosity of your man of learning knows no bounds - particularly if he is scientifically trained. One would also expect the emergence of phenomena predicated on the activity of a supernatural hand to generate great excitement among church leaders,  and a general clamour to know more. Alas, nothing could be further from the truth! In each case the converse obtains! Such behaviour is not only unnatural, but completely illogical. Without doubt, the biblically-predicted flaw in man's mental processes is overwhelmingly confirmed!.
